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Known as a novel by Jiro Asaragi’s “Ako Roshi” or ”Ako
vendetta”, this is remarkably admired for the story about 47
samurai’s revenge against the emperor who killed their
master. Their acts are the source for Japan’s most celebrated
story of bravery, cunning, and loyalty. It has been told and
retold in plays, in print, in books, in movies and on
